ACADEMIC INTEGRITY SANCTION RUBRIC
Level One Violation:

* Copying from or viewing another student’s work during an examination. 
* Possessing any materials that are not authorized by the instructor for use during an examination.

* Collaborating during an examination with any other person by giving or receiving information without specific permission of the instructor
* Collaborating on laboratory work, take-home examinations, homework, or other assigned work when instructed to work independently.
*Falsification of attendance and/or participation.
* Plagiarizing, that is, the offering as one’s own work, the words, ideas, or arguments of another person or using the work of another without appropriate attribution by quotation, reference, or footnote. Plagiarism occurs both when the words of another (in print, electronic, or any other medium) are reproduced without acknowledgement and when the ideas or arguments of another are paraphrased in such a way as to lead the reader to believe that they originated with the writer. It is not sufficient to provide a citation if the words of another have been reproduced – this also requires quotation marks. It is the responsibility of all University students to understand the methods of proper attribution and to apply those principles in all materials submitted (undergraduate level).

Level Two Violation:

* Buying or otherwise obtaining information about an examination not yet administered.

* Plagiarizing, that is, the offering as one’s own work, the words, ideas, or arguments of another person or using the work of another without appropriate attribution by quotation, reference, or footnote. Plagiarism occurs both when the words of another (in print, electronic, or any other medium) are reproduced without acknowledgement and when the ideas or arguments of another are paraphrased in such a way as to lead the reader to believe that they originated with the writer. It is not sufficient to provide a citation if the words of another have been reproduced – this also requires quotation marks. It is the responsibility of all University students to understand the methods of proper attribution and to apply those principles in all materials submitted (graduate level).

* Substituting for another person or permitting any other person to substitute for oneself to take an examination.

* Submitting as one’s own any theme, report, term paper, essay, computer program, other written work, speech, painting, drawing, sculpture, or other art work prepared totally or in part by another.

* Submitting, without specific permission of the instructor, work that has been previously offered for credit in another course.

* Submitting altered or falsified data as experimental data from laboratory projects, survey research, or other field research (undergraduate level).
*Three or more Level One violations for which the student has been found responsible or has admitted responsibility.
Level Three Violation:

* Altering grades or official records.

* Falsifying or committing forgery on any University form or document.

* Sabotaging of another student’s work.

* Submitting altered or falsified data 
Sanctions:

*Three or more Level Two Violations for which the student has been found responsible or has admitted responsibility.
Level One Violation:

1. First offense:  For graded work, the instructor shall give the test or an assignment an immediate zero (0) which shall then be averaged into the course grade.  If the violation occurred on non-graded work, the faculty member will require that the work be redone.  If that involves missing a stated deadline, the stated late penalty will apply.
2. Second Offense:  Course grade of F for graded work plus suspension from the University; for ungraded work, suspension from the university for the two following semesters (student is allowed to complete current semester) 
Level Two Violation: 

1.     First Offense:  The instructor will assign a grade of F for the course (for graded work) and the student will be placed on probation for two semesters (for graded and non-graded work).  If the student is found responsible for additional academic integrity violations within those two semesters, he/she will be subject to additional penalties ranging from a one-semester suspension to permanent expulsion, depending on the severity of the offense (whether level one, two or three).   

2.     Second Offense or Three or More Level One Offenses:  The student will be expelled for the remainder of the semester and will not be allowed to attend the University for a minimum of two full semesters.

After two semesters of exemplary conduct and academic performance the student may petition the Office of Academic Integrity and Student Conduct for an opportunity to retake a failed class and have the grade changed (for graded work), for a first offense of any level violation, or a second offense of a Level One violation.
Level Three Violation:

1.   The penalty at this level is immediate and permanent expulsion.
Note:  For offenses not specifically mentioned in this rubric, faculty members may state in their syllabi a description of the offense and the level of sanction which will be attached to additional academic integrity violations and forward to the Academic Integrity Monitor.  If a faculty member is unsure about which level a violation should be, he/she may confer with the Academic Integrity Monitor.
