Graduates are prepared to work with a diversity of cultures 

in the classroom, to understand and apply the second language acquisition progression, to create 

and implement curriculum with appropriate scaffolds for multilingual students, and to use 

appropriate assessments for English as a second language (ESL). It also prepares students for 

further graduate study (TESL M. Ed..). Included in the course work for the GC. are the four 

courses required by the Arkansas Department of Education for endorsement in ESL.

The TESOL program graduated 40 GC. students in 2021-22. Data collected  are based 

upon broad goals versus specific TESOL and TESS standards. 

 

Timeline for Data Collection and Analysis: Data is collected each semester at the 

application level since candidates’ are expected to apply what they’ve learned to a 

project or classroom lesson. 

Use of Results: All candidates were successful in completing the coursework at a 

mastery level. Since summer courses are popular, another option for the 5th course is 

offered 2nd summer session this year. 
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
