College Monitor submits to 
the AUAIB Board for

Student contests  

College Monitor forwards 
case to OAISC/AUAIB 

 

AUAIB reviews case --The Board can request additional information and even the presence of 
the student and/or instructor for further review before decision is made. 

 

Student/Instructor appeals to 
Provost/Chancellor under 3 conditions: 1) 
procedural error; 2) sanctions inconsistent 

with rubric; or 3) new and significant 
evidence. 

 

Appeal granted:  Different Board hears case and 
imposes appropriate sanctions.
